June 19-20 Trains, Rock & Roll and Football – Northeastern OH
$325 dbl. occ. Visit the Northern Ohio Railway Museum, Rock N Roll Hall of Fame, take a 3-hr. ride

$379 single occ. on the Cuyahoga Valley Scenic Railway, visit the Pro Football Hall of Fame and
overnight at the Embassy Suites Hotel.
